1. Browse>Personal Collections
2. Browse or select files to upload; when 

they've finished loading click Done.

3. Personal collection storage is limited to 1 
GB per user and 100 GB per institution.

4. There may be a delay of up to 30 
minutes before recently uploaded 
images will be ready to view and 
share.
